A systematic approach to the study of a variety of regional myths, and global, ethnic, and racial narrative traditions in their original context as well
as in more contemporary reinterpretations through literature and film and other cultural arenas, with the aim to challenge and resituate dominant
views about race and ethnicity, gender, social classes, and different political practices. When we consider how contemporary writers, filmmakers,
poets, playwrights, painters, music composers, and other cultural producers use the forms and elements of these storytelling practices, we can more
effectively analyze how these narratives have the power to articulate political ideas as well as social and cultural transformations. In this manner,
the program develops critical thinking and encouragement to re-interpret the place of the self as an identity culturally situated. Narratives to be
studied address specific topics related to gender (representations of women, men, homosexuality, etc.), age (representations of childhood, youth,
the elderly, etc.), history (representations of war, revolutions, dictatorships, democratization, etc.), culture and society (gendered roles, race, nature,
religion, social classes, immigration, etc.).
